BOARD MEETING (CONFERENCE CALL)
28, June 2021
MEMBERS PRESENT: Chris Halvorson, Mary Wright, Linda Potter, Cindy Green, Angela Dobbins, Susan Hogsette and Kim Zaborniak.  Absent: John Noland.  Meeting started at 7: 17 P.M. EDT. 
SECRETARY’S  REPORT - Kim  Chris asked if there were any corrections or additions to the May minutes as sent out earlier.
Motion to accept the minutes as corrected by Susan second by Linda.  Motion approved unanimously.
TREASURER’S REPORT, John   

We had $23,003.45 in the bank on May 31st.  Receipts for the month were $66.01 (Dues, Fund donations, interest) and expenses of $1,059.54 (Insurance premiums and supplies) for a net “Loss” of ($993.53) for the month.  Year to date, revenue is $4,795.88, expense is $5,253.62, and net revenue is
            ( $-457.74) as compared to net revenue of $554.43 at this time last year – we’re only $1,011 off from last year.

Motion by to accept the Treasurer’s report by Kim and Mary second.  Motion approved unanimously.





EVENTS PLANNING COMMITTEE REPORT – Notes from this Committee were sent out to the Board from their meeting on June 16th.  Mary and Chris both spoke regarding the meeting.  The Events Committee modified the Nationals’ schedule.  The revised schedule reflects the lunch hours that will start earlier and are shortened to try and get everyone more time. We are anticipating a larger number of participants this year based on Fun in the Field entries, plus all the AKC dog trials that are filling up fast.  

The drive from the host hotel Deer Creek is 51 minutes to Holly Hills.  There will be no breakfast or easy food pickup at the host hotel in the mornings, so Patricia put together a list of establishments that folks could stop and get something on their way to the event in the mornings if they would like to.  Otherwise folks may want to pack their own breakfast items.  That will be in their confirmation email to attendees.
Chris spoke with the Deer Creek Lodge and made sure that all the rooms that are held for our Nationals have 2 queen size beds and a mini refrigerator.  There is only one microwave which is down near the main lobby to share. Chris has also been in contact regarding our contracts for the hospitality evening and the banquet food.  
Mary Wright and maybe other Events Committee members will help with Judges Hospitability including our Workshop presenter.  Their rooms should be checked at the Lodge and acceptable to them and she will be a contact person for them.  Mary will be taking them to dinner on Friday evening.  She asked if anyone would like to join them to let her know.
Due to no one stepping up to help out with the name tags and place cards for the banquet at Nationals, Chris asked the Board if anyone could take care of this.  Kim will get the spreadsheet of all attendees, including the judges and she will make the name tags and place cards.  Angela will be at the hotel prior to the dinner and put the judges name tags and place cards on a reserved table.  There will be another table as you enter for folks to pick up their tags and cards and put on the tables of their choice.
The Events Committee asked the Board to decide if they wanted Marsha Hatfield to provide box lunches like she did for Fun in the Field or do the regular buffet for lunches.  After much discussion a buffet won the vote. 
Angie will be Chief Marshall on Friday and Susan will be on Saturday.  They will actually share those duties on Sunday . All Board members are expected to help out during the weekend on various duties. 
FUNDRAISING – Chris reported that Stuart Eavenson offered to do a one of a kind carving on a shotgun for a Limited Raffle item for the Nationals in the future.  He showed some folks at the Cooley one that he had done for himself and it was beautiful.  HWA will need to purchase the gun and then Stuart will carve it.  Linda and Ben Potter have agreed to shop for the right gun to use and purchase it. There are special requirements in purchasing and the having the gun raffled and getting it to the winning person.  There is paperwork, and a back ground check plus a little more.  Corally Burmaster has already agreed that she would run the raffle.

Chris made a motion to accept Stuart Eavenson’s proposal to hand carve a gun for a fundraiser for an upcoming HWA even.  Susan seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

Linda explained all the details of transferring the gun’s registration once it’s won.  That person will be required to take care of their side of the registration.”
Kim made a motion that we approve the proposal for HWA to spend between $300-$400 to purchase the gun and get it to Stuart.  Susan seconded it.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Chris mentioned that we need to approve John to send a $300 check to Corally Burmaster for the bronze statue by Dick Briggs that she offered to the club for that amount for our Fundraiser at this year’s National.  

Kim made a motion to send a check to Corally, with Mary giving a second.  Motion passed unanimously.
NOMINATING COMMITTEE – Chris reported currently we do not have a candidate for the Treasurer’s position.  There have been 6 asked that declined, one person has offered but he would be unable to attend the events because of location.  We do have one “maybe,” so we are waiting to hear very soon about that. Lots of discussion followed regarding the status of our club and officers that per the bylaws have a term limit on elected positions.  Chris read a statement from Corally.  If there are not enough interested and responsible people among the active membership to man the offices maybe we should rethink where the club is going.  The nominating committee should not have to scrape and beg to fill offices.  There are people that come to every event and take advantage of the work that others have done without offering to help or hold offices.  Perhaps if the nominating committee goes back to the board without being able to fill the position, that will galvanize someone to take action.  The full slate of Nominees needs to be sent to the Board no later than 60 days prior to the Annual meeting which is July 10th.
